Cost of Gas Adjustment

SUMMARY:

NSP is increasing the cost of gas adjustment by $0.1384 per dekatherm (dk) compared
to last month. This gas adjustment will be applied to natural gas used by NSP residential
customers on and after July 1, 2006. This filing changes the residential customer cost of
gas adjustment from $6.5749 per dK to $6.7133 per dK.

For residential consumption of 0.8 dk (representative of July), the cost of gas in the bill
will be approximately $0.11 higher than last month and $.68 lower than July 2005. As of
December 31, 2005, NSP served 36,233 residential gas customers, and a total of 42,531
gas customers, in Fargo, Grand Forks and surrounding communities.

The increase for residential customers results from:
* $.1243 per dk increase in the commodity cost of gas; and
* $.0141 per dk increase in the demand costs.

The increase in commodity costs is attributed to normal market fluctuations for the
summer, since pricing factors show mixed pricing signals and no strong pricing trend.
