Brief Description of Significant Work Activity Anticipated for Next Week: 

Contractor continued with pipe delivery, with 14,200 feet of pipe being delivered to date.  The casing for the 
future Coteau haul road at Sta 364+35 was installed and the precast concrete vault for Sta 367+00 has been 
delivered to the site.  ROW preparation and topsoil removal is complete to Sta 291+71.  Backfilling and 
clean-up operations continued behind the pipelaying.  The boring subcontractor (BT Construction) is nearly 
complete with Bore #4 at the north Coteau haul road.  Interior pipe joint grouting commenced.  A weekly 
on-site meeting with the Contractor, Owner and Owner’s Representative was held on August 10, 2005. 
Precipitation: No significant rainfall reported within the Project area.  

BT Construction to finish work on the Coteau haul road Bore #4 at Sta. 97+29, and mobilize to Bore #5 at 
the Highway 1806 crossing.  HCP will complete the last 100 feet of pipe installation at the Sta 367+00 
valve vault and then they will continue with pipe installation proceeding north to Sta 277+00.  ROW 
preparation and topsoil removal will also continue to the north.  The grouters will continue grouting the 
interior pipe joints from 367+40 to 433+50.
