As per the North Dakota Public Service Commission orders and Certification Relating to
Order Provisions, the Commission retains the right to conduct construction inspections.
The North Dakota Public Service Commission retained a third-party vendor to conduct
these inspections. Below we provide a weblink to the third-party post construction
inspection reports for your review and a link to the Commission's orders in these
proceedings. We also list actions recommended in the post construction inspection
reports for follow-up by the Company to confirm compliance with the Commission
orders.

PU-09-587

On March 10, 2010, the North Dakota Public Service Commission issued an order in
this case authorizing the Company to construct 22 miles of 230 kV Transmission line in
south central North Dakota. As per the post construction inspection report, the
following actions should be undertaken with information documenting these actions
provided to the Commission:

• Compliance with National Electric Safety Code. (Order Point 6)
• ND Highway Patrol Overheight/Overweight Permit (Order Point 6)
• ND Department of Transportation Risk Management Documents. (Order Point

6)

Note that because some shrubs needed to be replanted in 2012, the Commission will
need to have the Company to submit a report on survivability in 2015 to ensure there
was a 75 percent survivability.

PU-11-620

On May 30, 2012, the North Dakota Public Service Commission issued an order in this
case authorizing the Company to construct 11 miles of 230 kV Transmission line from
the Bison Wind Project substation to a new substation in Mercer County, North Dakota.
The third party post construction inspection report was issued on November 4, 2014.
On November 13, 2014, the Commission received additional documentation from the
Company to complete the missing items noted in the inspection.

The Company filed its Tree and Shrub Mitigation Plan for this project on July 23, 2015.
The Commission anticipates that the Company will be filing annual reports at least
through 2018 to ensure that there is a three year 75 percent survival rate.

With the exception of future tree and shrub reports, please forward your response to
the recommended actions above, confirming these activities are complete, and
describe actions and timelines for activities that are not complete. Please provide this
documentation within 30 days.
