New substations and transmission towers may remove farmland from
production; therefore, these sites may be subject to FPPA. Other activities that are either within
the city limits or on existing sites are not subject to FPPA or FPPA has already been addressed.

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Wetlands — The Wetland Conservation Provisions of the 1985 Food Security Act, as amended,
provide that if a USDA participant converts a wetland for the purpose of, or to have the effect of,
making agricultural production possible, loss of USDA benefits could occur. NRCS has
developed the following guidelines for the installation of buried utilities. If these guidelines are
followed, the impacts to the wetland(s) will be considered minimal allowing USDA participants
to continue to receive USDA benefits. Following are the requirements: 1) Disturbance to the
wetland(s) must be temporary, 2) no drainage of the wetland(s) is allowed (temporary or
permanent), 3) mechanized landscaping necessary for installation is kept to a minimum and
preconstruction contours are maintained, 4) temporary side cast material must be placed in such
a manner not to be dispersed in the wetland, and 5) all trenches must be backfilled to the original
wetland bottom elevation.

NRCS would recommend that impacts to wetlands be avoided. If the alignment of the project
requires passage through a wetland, NRCS can complete a certified wetland determination, if

requested by the landowner/operator.

This is in response to your request for Department of the Army, Corps of Engineers
comments on the proposed construction of approximately 225 miles of 345 kilovolt (kV)
transmission line. The preliminary project corridors may include work conducted in Oliver,
McLean, Burleigh, Sheridan, Kidder, Wells, Foster, Eddy, Griggs, Nelson, Steele, Grand Forks,
and Traill Counties, North Dakota.

The Corps of Engineers regulates work affecting navigable waterways, such as the Missouri
River, under Section 10 of the Rivers and Harbors Act (RHA). Through Section 404 of the
Clean Water Act (CWA) the Corps of Engineers regulates the discharge of dredged or fill
material into waters of the United States. Waters of the United States may include, but are not
limited to, rivers, streams, ditches, coulees, lakes, and their adjacent wetlands. Fill material
includes, but is not limited to earth, clay, rock, etc.... Should the proposed 345kV transmission
line result in the discharge of dredged or fill material into waters of the United States or affect a
navigable waterway, a Corps permit would likely be required. If however, the project and
associated work can be accomplished by avoiding a discharge of fill into waters of United States
and not affect a navigable waterway, a Corps permit would not be required.

If you have RHA or CWA questions, permitting questions, are unsure as to what constitutes
a discharge of fill, and/or are unsure of what constitutes waters of the United States, please do
not hesitate to contact this office by letter or phone at (701)-255-0015.

The North Dakota Game and Fish Department (NDGFD) has reviewed this project for wildlife
concerns. Our primary concern is the possible disturbance of native prairie and wetland areas
during construction of the transmission line. We ask that work within these areas be avoided to
the extent possible, above-ground appurtenances not be placed in wetland areas, and disturbed
areas be reclaimed to pre-project conditions.

The department manages several Wildlife Management Areas (WMA’s) within or adjacent to the
preliminary project corridors. A special use permit would be required to cross these lands.
Information regarding WMA locations is available in various formats at http:// gf.nd.gov/maps/.
Mr. Scott Peterson, Wildlife Resource Section Supervisor, can be contacted at 701-324-2211 for
additional information on permit requirements.

We recommend overhead lines be marked when placed over perennial streams or sited in close
proximity to large wetland complexes to minimize possible avian impacts. The publication
“Mitigating Bird Collisions with Power Lines: the State of the Art in 1994” provides a range of
management options which can be used to reduce avian collisions.

The North Dakota Parks and Recreation Department (NDPRD} has reviewed the above referenced project proposal to
construct a high-voltage transmission line with a corridor through Oliver, McLean, Burleigh, Sheridan, Kidder, Welis,
Foster, Eddy, Griggs, Nelson, Steele, Grand Forks, and Traill Counties.

The proposed north route of the project through Oliver and Mclaen counties includes properties containing significant
natural, historic, scenic and cultural resources. These properties inchude Cross Ranch State Park and the Cross Ranch Nature
Preserve in Oliver County and the Lewis and Clark Interpretive Center {owned by NDPRD) focated in McLaen County near
Washburn. The Sakakawea Scenic Byway which travels on ND Highway 200 from Washburn to Stanton also is in the
preliminary northern route in Oliver/Mclaen counties. These properties not only protect the key components of ¢ach as listed
above but, also contribute significantly to the state of NI)’s tourism and travel industry. The transmission line located in the
northern corridor identified on the preliminary corridor map would have significant impact to the scenic resources and
associated tourism industries. NDPRD recommends the southern corridor in Oliver/McLaen counties be the preferred route
to avoid impacts to resources in the northern corridor. The south unit of the Cross Ranch Nature Preserve is located on the
north border of the southern preliminary corridor in Oliver County. We recommend the transmission line be located scuth of
this unit of the state nature preserve.

Recreation properties funded through the federal Land and Water Conservation Fund grant are possibly within or adjacent
to the project area. A list of projects for the above mentioned counties has been attached. These properties are protected
by section 6(f) of the LWCF Act. Any property taken from within the 6f boundaries of these arcas must be replaced with
property of equal market value. Should any public or private utilities need {o be added or relocated on the LWCF
recreational land, the NDPRD must be consulted prior to any action taken. Please contact Arik Spencer (701-328-5369 or
aspencer@nd.gov) if additional LWCF information is nceded.

The North Dakota Natural Heritage biological conservation database has been reviewed to determine if any plant or animal
species of concern or other significant ecological communities are known to occur within an approximate one-mile radius
of the project arca. Based on this review, several occurrences have been identified within or adjacent to the project area.
Please see attached spreadsheet and map for more specific information on these species. For your information, these
occurrences can be provided as a shapefile if requested. We defer further comments regarding animal species to the North
Dakota Game and Fish Departiment and the United States Fish and Wildlife Service.

Because this biological information is not based on a comprehensive inventory, there may be species of concern or
otherwise significant ecological comnmunitics in the area that are not represented in the database. The Jack of data for any
project area cannat be construed fo mean that no significant features are present. The absence of data may indicate that the
project area has not been surveyed, rather than confirm that the area lacks natural heritage resources.

The Department recommends that the project be accomplished with minimat impacts and that all efforts be made to ensure
that critical habitats not be disturbed in the project area to help secure rare species conservation in North Dakota.
Regarding any reclamation cfforts, we recommend that any impacted arcas be revegetated with species native to the project
area.

The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) Bismarck Airports District Office provides the
following comments on the Minnkota Power Cooperative, Inc. Proposed 345 kV high-
voltage transmission line identified in your letter dated April 27, 2009:

1) The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) requires notification for
construction or alterations as required by Federal Aviation Regulations, Part 77,
Objects Affecting Navigable Airspace, Paragraph 77.13. Please note that Part 77
includes temporary construction vehicles and equipment. The Notice of
Proposed Construction or Alteration Form 7460-1 may be obtained and filed
online at https://oeaaa.faa.gov. The Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) Title 14
Part 77.13 states that any person/organization who intends to sponsor any of the
following construction or alterations must notify the Administrator of the FAA:

a. Any construction or alteration exceeding 200 feet above ground level
b. Any construction or alteration:

- within 20,000 feet of a public use or military airport which
exceeds a 100:1 surface from any point on the runway of each
airport with at least one runway more than 3,200 feet

- within 10,000 feet of a public use or military airport which
exceeds a 50:1 surface from any point on the ranway of each
airport with its longest runway no more than 3,200 feet

- within 5,000 feet of a public use heliport which exceeds a
25:1 surface

c. Any highway, railroad or other traverse way whose prescribed
adjusted height would exceed the above noted standards



2) We recommend that when the proposed power line is to be located such that it
requires notification per CFR Title 14 Part 77 that you coordinate the proposal
with both the Bismarck Airports District Office and with the private-use airport.

3) Aircraft navigation and/or communication equipment is not always located on or
near an airport; therefore we recommend that FAA technical operations are
contacted to identify any possible impacts to aircraft navigation and/or
communication equipment. The address for the Minneapolis Technical Support
Center Manager (MSP TSCM) is FAA MSP Technical Support Center, 14800
Galaxie Avenue, Suite 300, Apple Valley, MN, 55124. The FAA MSP TSCM
for the proposed area may be contacted by phone at (952) 997-9261.

4) We recommend that the design, construction, operation, and any wetland and/or
wildlife mitigation associated with the proposed power line do not create a
hazardous wildlife attractant to surrounding airports. Hazardous wildlife,
hazardous wildlife attractants, and hazardous wildlife separation distances are
defined in FAA Advisory Circular (AC) 150/5200-33, Hazardous Wildlife
Attractants On or Near Airports. The AC provides guidance for land-use
planners and developers for land uses that have the potential to attract hazardous
wildlife on or near pubic-use airports. The AC advises a 5,000 or 10,000 foot
separation distance between airports and a hazardous wildlife attractant.
Additionally, it is recommended that a 5-mile separation distance be considered
when the attractant could cause wildlife movement into or across the approach or
departure airspace.

The FAA website for obstruction evaluation provides a tool to assist proponents in applying
the appropriate slope calculations per item 1(b) above. Please refer to the “Notice Criteria
Tool” link on the web at https://oeaaa.faa.gov.

The 1U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service (Service) has reviewed the proposed Minnkota Power
Cooperative, Inc. (Minnkota) proposed 345 kilovolt (kV) high-voltage transmission line project,
as described in your April 27, 2009, letter. The proposed project includes construction of
approximately 225 miles of 345 kV transmission line beginning from near Center, North Dakota,
at the Milton R. Young Station and terminating in Grand Forks, North Dakota. The USDA Rural
Utilities Services (RUS) is the lead Federal agency for the project. The proposed project is
referred to as the Center to Grand Forks (CGF) Project. The CGF Project will deliver energy
produced by the Milton R. Young 2 (Young 2) power station to areas of northeastern North
Dakota and northern Minnesota. The construction of the CGF Project will allow for additional
renewable wind energy to be delivered over the existing 250 kV DC transmission line that
currently serves the Young 2 energy generation facility. We offer the following comments under
the authority of and in accordance with the Migratory Bird Treaty Act (16 U.S.C. 703 et seq.),
Bald and Golden Eagle Protection Act (BGEPA) (16 U.S.C. 668-668d, 54 Stat. 250), Executive
Order 13186 “Responsibilities of Federal Agencies to Protect Migratory Birds”, the Endangered
Species Act (ESA) (16 U.S.C. 1531 et seq.), the National Wildlife Refuge System Improvement
Act of 1997 (Public Law 105-57), and the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) ( Pub. L.
91-190, 42 U.S.C. 4321-4347, January 1, 1970, as amended).

The Service, Minnkota, and Minnkota’s consultant, HDR Engineering, Inc., met at the Service’s
Bismarck Office on May 6, 2009. The Service discussed our concerns related to potential project
impacts to Service trust resources, including migratory birds, federally-listed threatened and
endangered species of plants and animals and their habitats, bald and golden eagles, and units of
the National Wildlife Refuge system. When planning an activity, project proponents should give
careful consideration to potential impacts to these trust resources and compliance with the laws
mentioned above. Additional information is provided below.

Adequate consideration for avian resources early in the project planning process can help to
minimize impacts to migratory birds. The Service has coordinated with the Avian Power Line



Interaction Committee (APLIC) to develop guidelines to assist companies in formulating Avian
Protection Plans (APP). These plans are utility-specific and designed to provide a structured way
for a company to reduce avian mortality resulting from interactions with electric utility facilities
(e.g. collisions and electrocutions). The APP can be tatlored to each utility’s industry-specific
and site specific wildlife needs, while in the process furthering avian conservation and improved
reliability and customer service. A utility that implements the principles contained in these APP
guidelines will greatly reduce avian risk as well its own risk of enforcement under the Migratory
Bird Treaty Act (MBTA). The guidelines can be accessed from the Service’s website at
http://www.fws. gov/migratorybirds/.

To minimize the electrocution hazard to birds, the Service, with support from the Rural Utilities
Service, recommends that new or updated overhead power lines be constructed in accordance
with the current guidelines for preventing raptor electrocutions. The recommended guidelines
can be found in “Suggested Practices for Raptor Protection on Power Lines: The State of the Art
in 1996". To increase power line visibility and reduce bird fatalities resulting from collisions
with power lines, the Service recommends new power lines that cross or run adjacent to rivers or
large wetlands be modified according to “Mitigating Bird Collisions with Power Lines: The State
of the Art in 1994". Both publications can be obtained by writing or calling the Edison Electric
Institute, P.O. Box 266, Waldorf, Maryland 20604-0266, (1-800-334-5453) or visiting their

website at www.eei.org.

The Migratory Bird Treaty Act prohibits the taking, killing, possession, transportation, and
importation of migratory birds, their eggs, parts, and nests, except when specifically authorized
by the Department of the Interior. While the Act has no provision for allowing unintentional
take, the Service realizes that some birds may be killed by power lines even if all reasonable
measures to protect them are used. The Service’s Office of Law Enforcement carries out its
mission to protect migratory birds through investigations and enforcement, as well as by
fostering relationships with individuals, companies, and industries that have taken effective steps
o minimize their impacts on migratory birds, and by encouraging others to enact such programs.
It is not possible to absolve individuals, companics, or agencies from liability even if they
implement avian mortality avoidance or similar conservation measures. However, the Office of
Law Enforcement focuses its resources on investigating and prosecuting individuals and
companies that take migratory birds without regard for their actions or without following
recommendations such as this to avoid take. Siting, constructing, and operating facilities, in
accordance with the recommendations provided by the Service, and implementing an APP that
has been reviewed and approved by the Service, are strong indicators of a good faith effort by
wind companies to reduce the impacts to migratory birds.

A list of federally endangered and threatened species that may be present within the proposed
project’s area of influence is enclosed. (enclosure 1). This list fulfills requirements of the Service
under Section 7 of the Endangered Species Act.



If a Federal agency authorizes, funds, or carries out a proposed action, in this case USDA Rural
Utilities Services (RUS), or its designated agent, is required to evaluate whether the action “may
affect” listed species. If the Federal agency determines the action “may affect, is likely to
adversely affect” listed species, then the responsible Federal agency shall request formal section
7 consultation with this office, or work with this office to remove the likely adverse effects
before proceeding. If the evaluation shows a “no effect” determination on listed species, further
consultation is not necessary. If a private entity receives Federal funding for a construction
project, or if any Federal permit is required, the Federal agency may designate the fund recipient
or permittee as its agent for purposes of informal section 7 consultation. The funding,
permitting, or licensing Federal agency is responsible to ensure that it’s actions comply with the
ESA, including obtaining concurrence from the Service for any action that may affect a
threatened or endangered species, or result in the destruction or adverse modification of
designated critical habitat prior to any irretrievable or irreversible commitment of resources.

Piping plovers, a federally threatened species, are known to use alkali lakes and the Missouri
River in the project area during the breeding season. There is designated piping plover critical
habitat in the project area consisting of several alkali lakes and Missouri River sandbar,
shoreline, and island habitats (enclosure 2).

The Aransas Wood Buffalo Population (AWBP) of whooping cranes is the only self-sustaining
migratory population of whooping cranes remaining in the wild. These birds breed in the
wetlands of Wood Buffalo National Park in Alberta and the Northwest Territories of northern
Canada, and overwinter on the Texas coast. Whooping cranes in the AWBP annually migrate
through North Dakota during their spring and fall migrations.

Endangered whooping cranes have been documented using roosting/feeding habitat in the
vicinity of the proposed transmission line route, which is located within whooping crane
migration corridor that includes 95% of all confirmed whooping crane sightings in North Dakota
(enclosure 3). The presence of suitable roosting and feeding habitat for whooping cranes along
the proposed route, and confirmed whooping crane sightings, document the potential for
whooping crane presence in the area. A new transmission line in this area has the potential to
adversely affect whooping cranes during their annual spring and fall migration through North
Dakota. Currently, collisions with power lines are the greatest known source of mortality for
fledged whooping cranes, and have accounted for the death or serious injury of at least 46
whooping cranes since 1956.

Due to the transmission line route location within the whooping crane migration corridor, the
Service recommends that conservation measures be included in the project, and that the project
description be revised to include those measures. Conservation measures to avoid or reduce
potential impacts to whooping cranes include, but are not limited to: burying all new electrical
transmission lines; if new transmission lines cannot be buried, mark all new overhead
transmission lines and an equal length of existing transmission/distribution lines with visual
marking devices such as aviation marker balls, swinging plates, spiral vibration dampeners, or
swan flight diverters to reduce the potential for whooping crane collision.



To benefit whooping cranes, we recommend the following conservation measures.

1. Within the 75 percent whooping crane sighting corridor band, mark all new line and an
equal length of existing transmission/distribution line within the 75 percent sighting
corridor band.

2. Within the 75 to 95 percent sighting corridor band, mark all new lines within one mile of
wetlands and an equal length of existing transmission/distribution line within one mile of
wetlands (preferably within the 75 percent corridor band).

3. Outside of the 95 percent sighting corridor band, mark all new line within one mile of
wetlands.

If the above recommendations are followed, and line markers are maintained, the Service
believes that Federal action agency would be justified in making a "not likely to adversely affect”
determination for the whooping crane, and that the Service would typically concur.

The North Dakota Game and Fish bald eagle nest database indicates that bald eagle nests are
located in the project area (enclosure 2). We recommend conducting surveys to identify bald
eagle nests along the proposed route in wintet/early spring before trees have leaves that could
screen possible nests. To avoid/minimize impacts to nesting bald eagles from transmission line
construction activities, the Service recommends (1) keeping a distance between the activity and
the nest (distance buffers: 660 feet if the activity will be visible from the nest; 330 feet if the
activity will not be visible from the nest.) Clearing, external construction, and landscaping
between 330 feet and 660 feet should be done outside breeding season. (2) maintaining
preferably forested (or natural) areas between the activity and around nest trees (landscape
buffers), and (3) avoiding certain activities during the breeding season. The buffer areas serve to
minimize visual and auditory impacts associated with human activities near nest sites. Ideally,
buffers would be large enough to protect existing nest trees and provide for alternative or
replacement nest trees. The Service’s May 2007, National Bald Eagle Management Guidelines
contain detailed information on protecting bald eagles from disturbance due to human activity.
The guidelines can be accessed on the Service’s website: (http://www.fws,gov/migratorybirds/
issues/BaldFagle/NationalBaldEaglcManagementGuidelines.pdf).

The Service administers Waterfow] Production Areas owned in fee title as well as wetland and
grassland casements throughout North Dakota. A review of Service realty records indicates
Service property interests arc located in the planning area (enclosure 4). The Service has an

There are no Service
easements in Oliver County.

Following are some suggestions and explanations of the various land interests the Service is
responsible for in the proposed project area. Wetland easements are legal agreements with
private landowners that permanently protect wetland basins from being drained, burned, leveled,
or filled. Grassland easements are legal agreements with landowners that permanently protect
grassland vegetation, primarily native prairie, from being destroyed or developed. The primary
responsibility in protecting these easements is to review all proposed uses {o ensure that the
requests are compatible with Service easement regulations and various laws and policies.
Therefore, these comments and suggestions are made in an attempt to accomplish three goals: 1)
avoid impacts to Service grassland and wetland easements in the project area as much as
possible; 2) if unavoidable, ensure that any proposed project and associated infrastructure
impacts on any Service easement areas are kept to a minimum; and 3) investigate potential
alternatives to eliminate or reduce impacts to easement areas to protect the integrity of the
easement.

Our review of the National Wetland Inventory (NWI) maps and photographs indicate the
proposed planning area includes numerous wetland basins and stream channels. You may access
the NWI data directly through their website (wetlands.fws.gov). Other high value wildlife
habitat types in North Dakota include native prairie, wooded draws, and riparian forests. The
Service recommends that construction through or adjacent to these areas be avoided where
possible or measures be taken to minimize disturbance to these areas.

To minimize disturbance to existing fish and wildlife resources in the project area, the Service
provides the following recommendations:

» Schedule construction for late summer or fall/early winter so as not to disrupt waterfowl
or other wildlife during the breeding season (February 1 to July 15). If work is proposed
to take place during the breeding season or at any other time which may result in the take
of migratory birds or active nests, the Service recommends that the project proponent
arrange to have a qualified biologist conduct a field survey of the affected habiiats to
determine the absence or presence of nesting migratory birds. If nesting migratory birds
are found, we request you contact this office, suspend construction, or take other



measures, such as maintaining adequate buffers, to protect the birds until the young have
fledged. The Service further recommends that field surveys for nesting birds, along with
information regarding the qualification of the biologist(s) performing the surveys, and any
avoidance measures implemented at the project site, be throughly documented and that
such documentation be shared with the Service and maintained on file by the project
proponent at least until such time as construction on the proposed project has been
completed.

« Avoid construction in native prairie, if possible, and reseed disturbed native prairie with a
comparable native grass/forb seed mixture. Obtain seed stock from nurseries within 250
miles of the project area to insure the particular cultivars are well adapted to the local
climate.

» Make no stream channel alterations or changes in drainage patterns.
» Locate construction to avoid placement of fill in wetlands along the route.
« Replace unavoidable loss of wetland habitat with functionally equivalent wetlands.

« Install and maintain appropriate erosion control measures to reduce sediment transport to
adjacent wetlands and stream channels.

If construction routes intersect wetlands, streams, or rivers, the Corps of Engineers (Corps) may
require a Department of the Army permit for the placement of dredge or fill material into waters
of the U.S., including wetlands, or other impacts to navigable waters. We suggest you contact
Mr. Daniel Cimarosti, Regulatory Office, Corps of Engineers, 1513 South 12th Street, Bismarck,
North Dakota 58504 (701-255-0015), to determine the Corps’ permit requirements.
