A lot depends on the weather for us as
well. It is your duty, as a landowner or a ditch hay cut-
ter, to check with us if you have any concemns. This
notice is being given according to ND State Pesticide
Law. We hope this does not inconvenience anyone.
This is for your protection as well as ours. It is bet-
ter to be proactive ahead of time than reactive after
a problem occurs.
