BY-LAWS

ARTICLE

Offices

Section I. Principal Office. The principal office of the
Co.-on shall be in Circle, McOone County, State of Montana.

Section 2. Other Offices, The Co-op may also have an
office or offices at such other places as the Board of Trustees
may from time to time designate and the business of the Co-op
may require,

ARTICLE II

Membership

Section I. Reciuirement for Membership. Any person, firrn
association, corporation, or-body politic or subdivision thereof
may become a stockholder and member (hereinafter called "member")
of (Mid.bRivers Telephone Cooperative) (here-inafter called the
"Coop"); by:

(a) Making a written subscription for one share of common
stock and four shares of nreferred stock, and applica-
tion for membership therein.

(b) .	 Agreeing to purchase from the Co-op telenhone service

(c) Agreeing to com ply with and be bound by the articles
of incorporation and by-laws of the Co-op and any

(a) Agreeing to nay the share and membership fee (hereinafter
called "membership fee") hereinafter specified on uniform
terms and conditions ' stablished by the Board;

provided. however, that agreement to ray or :'ayleent of the membership
fee in accordanC e with the nrovisions of these by-laws by a landlord
on behalf of an applicant for membershi p who is a tenant occupying
premises owned by such landlord and served by the Co-op ahall
constitute, compliance by such aDnhicant with subdivision (d) of this
section; and provide furth3r, however, that no person, firm, association)
corporation or body politic or subdivision thereof shall become a
member unless and until he or it has been acceoted for membership by
the Board or the members. No member may hold more than one share
of common stock and riemborshi (hereinafter called "membership") in
the Co-op ,-and no membership shall be transferable, except as provided
in these by-laws.

Beginning six months after the date of incor-norationi all
applications received more than thirty days nrior to each meeting of
the members which have not been acceflted or which have been rejected
by the Board shall be submitted by the Secretary to such ning and,
subject to. comoliance by the aoplicant with the reouirements herein..
above set forth', any such application may be acceetod by vote of the
members. The Secretary shall give each such applicant at least ten
days t written notice of the date of the members t meeting to which his
application will be submitted and such applicant shall be entitled to
be presentand heard at the meeting.

The original subscribers to the canital stock shall become
menbers of the Co-op upon the acceptance of their subscription by
the Commissioners appointed by the Secretary of State to open books
of subscription to the capital stock and the payment in full of their
subscritions.

Section 2. Membership Certificates. Membership in the Co-op
shall be evidenced by a share and membership certificate (hereinafter
called "membership certificate") which shall be in such form and shall
contain such rovisions as shall be determined by the Board.. Such
certificate shall be signed by the President and by the Secretary aid
the corporate seal shall be affixed thereto. No membership certificate
shall be issued for less than the recmbershi'e fee fixed in these by-
laws, nor until such membership fee has been fully paid for. In case
a certificate is lost, destroyed or mutilated a new certificate may be
issued there-for upon such uniform terms and indemnity to the Co-op as
the Board may prescribe.

Section 3. Joint Membership. A husband and wife may apply for, a
joint membership and, subject to their compliance with the requirements
of Section:l of this Article, may be accepted for such membershi1
The term "member" as used in these by-laws shall be deemed to include
a husband and wife holding a joint membership and any provisions
relating to the rights and liabilities of membership shall apply
equally with respect to the holders of a joint membershi p . Without
limiting the generality of the foregoing, the effect of the herein-
after specified actions by or in respect of the holders of a joint
membership shall be as follows:

Conversion of Membeship, (a) A membership may be
converted to a joint membershi p upon the written request of the holder
thereof and the agreement by such holder and his or her snouse to comply
with the articles of incornoratlon 1 by-laws, and any rules and regulations
adopted by the Board. The outstanding membership certificate shall be
surrendered, : and shall be re-issued by the -op in such manner as shall
indicate thchanged membershi p status.

(b)	 tn the death of either spouse who is a party to the joint
membership, such membership shall be held solely by the survivor. The
outstanding membership certificate shall be surrendered, and shall be
reissued in such manner as shall indicate the changed membership status,
provided, however, that the estate of the deceased shall hot be released
from any debts due the Coop.

Section 5. Share and Membershin and Service Connection Fees,
The Par value of a share of common stock and membership fee shall be
$11.00, and the iar value of a share of preferred stock shall be $10.00.
Upon the payment of the par value 'of one share of common stock and member-
ship fee, and the payment of the par value of four shares of preferred
stock a member shall be eligible for one servit'e connection. Additional
fees shall be,uaid for each additional connection, extension ane other
available service, in accordance with the rules and regulations prescribed
by the Board.

Section 6. Purchase of Telephone Service, Each member shall,
as soon as telephone service is available, take telephone service from the
Co-op to be used on the premises specified in his apDlication for member-
ship and shall pay therefore monthly at rates which shall from time to time
be fixed by the Board, provided, however, that the Board may limit the
amount of telephone service which the Co-.op shall be required to furnish
to any one member. It is expressly understood that amounts paid for
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telephone service in excess of the cost of service are furnished by
members as capital and each member shall be credited with the aD4tal
so furnished as provided in these by-laws. Each member shall pay to
the Co-or such minimum amount per month for telephone service as shall be
fixed by the Board from time to time, Each member shall also pay all
amounts owed , by him to the Co-op as and when the same shall become due
and payable,.

Section 7. Terminition of Membershi p . (a) Any member may
voluntarily withdraw from membership uon Dayment in full of all debts
and obligations due to the Co-op unon com pliance with such uniform terms
and conditions as the Board may prescribe,

(b) The Beard may, by the affirmative vote of not less than two-
thirds of all trustees, exell an:' member who fails to comply with any
of the provisions of the articles of incorporation, b,­-laws, or any rules
and regulations adopted by the Board, but only if such memberhall have
been given wHttRn notice by the Secretary that such failure makes him
liable to expulsion and such failure shall have continued for at least
ten days after such notice was given. Any expelled member may be rein-
stated by vote of the Board or by vote of the members at any annual or
special meeting. - The membership of a member who has not permitted the
Installation of service within thirty (30) days after he has been notified
service is available to him, or of a member who has ceased to purchase
telephone service from the Co-op, shell be cancelled by rsolution of
the Board.

The following amendments to the Articles of Incorporation

of the Mid-Rivers Telephone Cooperative, Inc., a converted

cooperative corporation under Title IVX, Chapter 5, R.C.M.,

1947, as amended being first approved by the Board of Directors

and then by not less than two-thirds of those members voting

thereon at its annual meeting held on the 13th day of

September, 1960.
