4. What will happen 50, 100, to 150 years from now when the pipeline has fulfilled
its purpose? What residual oil and chemicals will be left in the remaining
pipeline? Over time, we are concerned about the pipeline leaking oil and
chemical residue into our groundwater, ponds, creeks, and cattle water supply.
Who will be responsible for cleaning up any leaks and spills? Who will
