Mr. Patrick Fahn (a Commission representative) confirmed the meeting participants had the
Order on Findings of Fact, Conclusions of Law, and Order (“Order”) — including all attachments —
including the Certification Relating to Order Provisions (“Certification”) issued by the Commission. Mr.
Fahn read the Order and Certification document, noting items of importance.

Specifically, Mr. Fahn noted the following:

* Athird-party inspector would not be on location when Arrow initiated construction, but that
an inspector would review and inspect the Plant after construction concludes.

* Mr. Fahn requested Arrow submit any final permits or approval to the Commission prior to
initiating construction.

® Provision 9 of the Certification did not directly apply to Crestwood; however, the
Commission would like Crestwood to attempt to preserve topsoil to the best of its ability.

® Provision 10 of the Certification did not apply to Arrow or the Plant.

* The parties discussed McKenzie County’s plan to pave a portion of County Road 37 near and
adjacent to the Plant.




e Provision 25 of the Certification did not apply to Arrow or the Plant because no trees or
shrubs will be impacted by construction of the Plant.

e Consistent with provision 30 of the Certification, Arrow only major injuries that are not
treated on site utilizing a first-aid kit should be reported to the Commission.

s Arrow must comply with North Dakota’s “One Call” statute as required by provision 33 of
the Certification.

e Arrow should have a plan for hearing and addressing any complaints regarding the Plant’s
construction in accordance with provision 35 of the Certification.

Arrow also agreed to supply Mr. Fahn and the Commission with Arrow points of contact. See
Transmittal Letter dated March 21, 2018, executed by Mr. Thompson.

Mr. Fahn also brought paragraphs twenty, twenty-one, twenty-two, and thirty-six from the Order to the
attendee’s attention.

The attendees also discussed that only spills/releases required to be reported by other local, state,
federal governmental entities should be reported to the Commission.

Finally, Mr. Fahn noted that these meeting minutes, a Formal Notice for State of Construction, and any
final permits should be filed with the Commission prior to Arrow initiating construction.

None of the participants had any further questions, and the call concluded at approximately 2:40 p.m.
CST.
