During our aerial inspection on 5-16-18; Aerial pilot observed what he thought maybe drain tilling occurring on the above specified property. Kyle Byre CHS Field Technician,
recognized the area from a locate request made to do some fencing. So Kyle responded immediately to the area, where he found a vast amount of trees and a irrigation system
for the trees had been installed. This activity had not been placed nor identified in the scope of the original locate ticket 18031103. Per Kyle's contact with the landowner Doug
Kuhn, it was found out that Cass County Soil Conservation (CCSC) had installed the trees. Doug stated that Tony Peterson did the tree installation. Per our review no locate had
been submitted by CCSC to install trees in this area.
