Minutes of June 15, 2021
The Mandan City Commission met in
regular session at 5:30 p.m. on June 15,
2021 in the Ed “Bosh” Froehlich Room at
City Hall, Mandan, North Dakota. Mayor
Helbling called the meeting to order.
A. ROLL CALL
1. Roll Call of All City Commissioners.
Present were Mayor Helbing and
Commissioners Braun, Camisa, Larson
and Rohr. Department Heads present
were City Administrator Neubauer,
Planning and Engineering Director
Froseth, Public Works Director Bitz,
Police Chief Ziegler, Fire Chief Nardello,
Assessor Markley, Principal Planner
Stromme, Human Resource Director
Cullen, Finance Director Welch and City
Attorney Oster. Absent: Building Official
Ouradnik and Business Development and
Communications Director Huber
Mayor Helbling extended a thank you to
the Mandan Police Department, the
Mandan Progress Organization and the
Public Works Department for their support
during the Buggies and Blues weekend
and the Carpool Cinema event. He also
extended a thank you to the Mandan
Airport Authority for sponsoring the
annual pancake breakfast that drew
approximately 2,000 people.
2. Recognition of businesses supporting
the Boulevard Tree Planting Program.
Public Works Director Bitz provided a
plaque to representatives from Irish Oil &
Gas, Inc. and Starion Bank for donating
$1,000 each to the Community Boulevard
Tree-Planting Program. He said that the
Forestry Department recently solicited
donations for the Boulevard Tree-Planting
Program. The city received $2,000 in
donations. Businesses or individuals
donating $500 or more will be presented
with a plaque. In addition, the names of
donors contributing $1,000 or more will be
included on a permanent plaque to be
displayed in the Ed “Bosh” Froehlich
meeting room at City Hall. The city will
match these donations up to $2,500.
Since 2007 over 180 trees have been
planted in city boulevards through the
program. These donations help the City of
Mandan maintain its Tree City USA status
that has been in existence for over 45
years.

1. Consider approval of the minutes from
the June 1, 2021, Board of City
Commission regular meeting.

Roll call vote: Commissioner
Rohr: Yes; Commissioner Camisa: Yes;
Commissioner Larson: Yes; Commission-
er Braun: Yes; Mayor Helbling: Yes. The
motion passed.
D. PUBLIC HEARING
1. Consider variance for Lot 10, Block 3,
Lakewood 8th Addition to the required
Rear Yard and Side Yard Setbacks.
Andrew Stromme, Principal Planner
presented a request for approval of a
variance for Lot 10, Block 3, Lakewood
8th Addition to the required Rear Yard
and Side Yard Setbacks.
He stated that Dwight Kroh is requesting
a variance from section 105-3-7(e) of the
City Code of Ordinances (R3.2 –
Residential / Setbacks) to reduce the
required side yard setback on Lot 8, Block
10, Lakewood 8th Addition from
twenty-five (25) feet to twenty-two (22)
feet, and the rear yard setback from
twenty (20) feet to seventeen (17) feet.
This request is to allow the construction of
a sixteen by sixteen (16x16), two hundred
fifty-six (256) square foot accessory
building on the rear and side yard of the
property. The twin home currently located
on this property was constructed in 2020
and at this time conforms with front, side,
and rear yard setbacks as required in the
R3.2 – Residential zoning district. The
proposed structure would be a stick-built,
slab on grade structure and would project
three (3) feet into the required rear yard
setback and three (3) feet into the
required side yard setback. The
accessory building would be located
approximately four (4) feet from the
primary structure.
Planner Stromme stated that City staff
recommended denial of this requested
variance to reduce the rear yard and side
yard setbacks for failure to meet the
requirements of Section 105-1-12 sur-
rounding variances to the zoning code.
The City Planning and Zoning Commis-
sion considered this request at their May
24, 2021 meeting and voted unanimously
to recommend the denial of the variance
as requested for failure to meet the
requirements of Section 105-1-12 sur-
rounding variances to the zoning code.
Planner Stromme reported that the
Engineering and Planning Department
recommend denial of the variance to
reduce the rear yard setback from twenty
(20) feet to seventeen (17) feet and side
yard setback from twenty-five (25) feet for
failure to meet the requirements of
Section
105-1-12 surrounding variances to the
zoning code. He said there was
discussion at the Planning and Zoning
meeting that included a recommendation
that the applicant construct a smaller
building that would not require a variance.
In particular, Accessory Buildings are
allowed in that district thus if the applicant
were to construct an Accessory Building,
that would not require a variance. The
applicant was in attendance at the
meeting to answer questions regarding
this variance request.
Mayor Helbling announced this is a public
hearing and invited anyone in person or
on the telephone to come forward to
speak for or against approval of a
variance for Lot 10, Block 3, Lakewood
8th Addition to the required Rear Yard
and Side Yard Setbacks. A second and
third announcement was made to come
forward to speak for or against the
variance request. Hearing none, this
portion of the public hearing was closed.
Commissioner Rohr commented that
these guidelines are set in place to
safeguard building’s safety due to wind,
fire, and other such damages if buildings
are constructed too close together. This
request indicates the buildings would be
very close together. He recommended
that the current city code guidelines
should be followed.
Dwight Kroh came forward and stated that
the building would be 6 feet away from
the house and the utility line runs along
side of the sidewalks. He said he cannot
go over the property utility line so he will
go 2 feet from the sidewalk. Commission-
er Rohr inquired if under that plan would it
be possible to achieve the proposed
addition without going beyond the city
variance requirements? Mr. Kroh replied
that would bring it down to a 10 x 14 if he
stays within the variance.
Commissioner Larson moved to deny the
request to reduce the rear yard setback
from
twenty (20) feet to seventeen (17) feet
and side yard setback from twenty-five
(25) feet to
twenty-two (22) feet for failure to meet the
requirements of section 105-1-12 sur-
rounding
variances to the zoning code. Commis-
sioner Camisa seconded the motion.
Commissioner Rohr commented that
there does not appear to be an
extraordinary circumstance to be consid-
ered pursuant to this request that would
require a special consideration to allow
the variance. Mayor Helbling concurred
with Commissioner Rohr’s comment and
stated that is the way the Planning and
Zoning Commission viewed the request
for the variance. Roll call vote:

Commissioner Rohr: Yes; Commissioner
Camisa: Yes; Commissioner Larson: Yes;
Commissioner Braun: Yes; Mayor Hel-
bling: Yes. The motion passed.
2. Consider variance for Lot 20, Block 1,
Borden Harbor 1st Addition to the
required Rear Yard Setbacks. Andrew
Stromme, Principal Planner presented a
request for approval of a variance for Lot
20, Block 1, Borden Harbor 1st Addition to
the required Rear Yard Setbacks. He
stated that Travis Johnson is requesting a
variance from section 105-3-5(e) of the
City Code of Ordinances (R7 –
Residential Single Family / Setbacks) to
reduce the required side yard setback
from six (6) feet to four and a half (4.5)
feet. This request is to allow the addition
of a sunroom to be built on to the rear of
the existing home. The requested
variance would be to reduce the setback
along the east property line of his home.
City staff did not support this variance
request and have indicated that all
portions of the structure built in the
setback area would need to meet
regulations in the Building and Fire
Codes. Additional discussions at Planning
and Zoning Commission included con-
cerns surrounding the proximity of this
addition to the driveway of the
neighboring home to the east. The City
Planning and Zoning Commission consid-
ered this request at their May 24, 2021
meeting, and voted unanimously to
recommend the denial of the variance as
requested for failure to meet the
requirements of section 105-1-12 sur-
rounding variances to the zoning code.
Planner Stromme stated that the
Engineering and Planning Department
recommended denial of the variance
request to reduce the side yard from six
(6) feet to four and a half (4.5) feet for
failure to meet the requirements of section
105-1-12 surrounding variances to the
zoning code.
Mayor Helbling announced this is a public
hearing and invited anyone in person or
on the telephone to come forward to
speak for or against approval of a
variance for Lot 20, Block 1, Borden
Harbor 1st Addition to the required Rear
Yard Setbacks.
Craig Ash came forward and stated that
he submitted a letter of support for this
variance. He stated he resides next door
to the Johnson’s property. He stated there
is a lot of footage between the homes and
it’s because of how his house is
constructed. There is about 25 feet from
his garage to the boundary line of the
property and he does not believe he
would ever present a request to build any
structure in that area. He stated he
supports the variance request presented
by the applicant. There is a privacy fence
and that is considered as the boundary
between the two properties. The home on
the west side of the Johnson’s is located
close to their property line and it appears
that home received a variance when it
was built. Commissioner Larson inquired
if there is a structure located on the north
side of his home. Mr. Ash replied that
structure is an outdoor kitchen and patio
with a grill and a bar that is located further
into the backyard. Commissioner Larson
asked if there is any division between the
two structures, regarding concerns for fire
issues, etc. Mr. Ash replied the outdoor
kitchen is @ 25 feet north of his structure.
Mr. Johnson replied that structure is @ 27
ft. from the addition he is planning to
construct.
A second and third announcement was
made to come forward to speak for or
against the variance request. Hearing
none, this portion of the public hearing
was closed.
Commissioner Braun stated that he views
this variance request in the same way as
the previous variance request in that the
City Commission does have the
opportunity to allow a variance if there is
an extraordinary circumstance.
