negotiating instructions to its attorneys regarding a pending litigation
which is currently being negotiated or for which negotiation is reasonably
likely to occur in the immediate future which, if held in public, would

have an adverse fiscal effect on the bargaining or litigating position of the
District. President Knutson entered into executive session at 5:42 p.m.
Eight Board members were present in the room, along with Dr. Gandhi, Dr.
Grosz, Missy Eidsness, Jackie Gapp, Doug Andring, Patty Cummings and
AnnMarie Campbell, recorder. FPS attorneys Kirsten Tuntland of Pearce
Durick PLLC and Laura Booth of Ratwik, Roszak & Maloney, PA. joined
the executive session via phone. During the session, discussion was held
on litigation facing the District. The executive session ended at 6:03 p.m.

Megan Even, the District’s grant writer, presented a grant revenues and
opportunities report. The report describes accomplishments and District-
wide general fund grant activity for the 2020-21 school year. It is also an
account of the efforts across Fargo Public Schools to prepare and submit
grant applications, as well as the subsequent success with securing grant
awards. Discussion occurred. Dr. Gandhi shared that the District will

add a position to oversee the distribution and usage of federal funding for
COVID-19, including ESSER Il and Il funds. (Memo #8)

Dr. Grosz presented the 2020-21 Mobility Report for Fargo Public
Schools, which detailed the number of students who left and were new
to Fargo Public Schools from September 2, 2020 through June 3, 2021.
The report shows 711 elementary students leaving and 652 entering the
District; 301 middle school students leaving and 234 entering the District;
and 443 high school students leaving and 275 entering the District. In
total, 1,161 students transferred into the District during the school year,
while 1,455 students transferred out. Discussion occurred. (Memo #9)

Dr. Gandhi presented the final report of the Operational Plan for the
2020-21 school year. The plan was previously approved by the Board in
September 2020. The report presented described the action taken and
the impact of each operational plan item. The 2020-21 school year was
focused on mitigation efforts for COVID-19 and executing the variety of
instructional models throughout the year, including the Virtual Academy,
hybrid learning, modified in-person instruction and in-person instruction.

FEA President Kim Belgarde was not present to provide a report.

Dr. Gandhi shared that the Explorer Academy construction is experiencing
construction delays, as the entire industry is currently. There is a potential
for the program to begin after the current start date of the school year.

Ohio State freshman Jack Saw-
yer already has anew truck thanks
to an endorsement deal under new
rules that allow him to profit from
the use of his name, image or like-
ness.

If any of the defensive end’s
teammates are jealous of Saw-
yer’s relationship with actor Mark
Wahlberg’s auto dealership, they
are so far keeping it to themselves.

“I think it’s great that guys
are able now to go out, get these
deals and get these things that
they wouldn’t have been without
NIL,” said offensive lineman Luke
Wypler, using the now-familiar
abbreviation for the new form of
athlete compensation. “Even like
Jack’s truck and all those kind of
things, I think those are great. I
think that only promotes that it’s
Buckeye Nation that these people
around Columbus will help you
and try to give you things and try
to make you better”

The money has been flowing
since the NCAA lifted its ban on
NIL money July 1. Many deals
are modest but some athletes
have inked deals with substantial
money; Alabama quarterback
Bryce Young has a deal approach-
ing seven figures, according to his
own coach.

There is some concern the sud-
den wealth might widen the divide
between the haves and have nots
and disrupt one of the most im-
portant intangles in sports: team
chemistry.

“It’s not going to be all about the
team or your university anymore,”

said Stacy Warner, a sports man-
agement professor at East Car-
olina.

But she fears that there
will also be negative impacts on
gender and racial equity.

“We as a society absolutely
idealize what the perfect athlete
looks like, which is male and most
often white,” she said. “Ithink that
those who are coming to support
college athletics through name,
image, likeness-type contracts,
they’re going to be falling victim
to these same sort of racialized
gender biases. There’s also going
to be a bias for those who appear
to be most straight.”

She noted that in women’s bas-
ketball, where women of color
make up the majority of the play-
ers, it is Bueckers, a blonde, white
woman, and another white player,
Stanford’s Cameron Brink, who
have made the headlines by sign-
ing big marketing deals.

Less than two months into the
NIL era, some players say they are
aware of the potential for divisive-
ness and are are actively working
to combat it.

Minnesota quarterback Tanner
Morgan and running back Mo-
hamed Ibrahim said they are do-
nating money from an autograph
session to their offensive line.

“Everybody loves the star
player, everybody loves the wide
receiver, quarterbacks and run-
ning backs and stuff like that,’
Ibrahim said. “Ijust want to show
them some love because without
them I wouldn’t be able to profit
off of my name and stuff like that,
so I’m going to find a way.””

Ohio State Ryan Day wondered
last month whether other reve-
nue sharing arrangements might
be set up in the future.

But Jurgens
noted that it’snot just the big names
who can cash in; the Nebraska na-
tive has begun marketing products
under the brand name “Beef Jurgy?”

That may hold true in Con-
necticut as well, where UConn
dominates the sports news. But if
Bueckers is the only Husky who
ends up cashing in, her teammates
say they are fine with that.

“Tt doesn’t matter if I'm making
$2 and Paige is making a million,”
said guard Evina Westbrook. “OK,
dinner is on you. That’s how I see
it”

Holders of Administrative
Claims based on liabilities incurred by a Debtor in the
ordinary course of its business, including any Intercompany
Claims that are Administrative Claims, Administrative Claims
of governmental units for Taxes and Administrative Claims
arising from those contracts and leases of the kind described
in Section V.E. of the Plan, are not required to file or serve
any request for payment of such Administrative Claims.
Such Administrative Claims shall be satisfied pursuant to
Section Ill.A.1.c. of the Plan.

d. Rejection Damage Claims. Notwithstanding anything
in the Bankruptcy Court's Order Establishing Bar Dates
for Filing Proofs of Claim Other Than Asbestos Personal
Injury Claims and Approving Related Relief [Dkt. 553] to
the contrary, if the rejection of an Executory Contract or
Unexpired Lease pursuant to Section V.C. of the Plan gives
rise to a Claim by the other party or parties to such contract
or lease, such Claim shall be forever barred and shall not be
enforceable against the Debtors, the Reorganized Debtors,
their respective successors or their properties unless a proof
of Claim is filed and served on the Reorganized Debtors at
the addresses set forth in Section XI.K. of the Plan, on the
latter to occur of (i) sixty (60) days after the Effective Date
or (ii) thirty (30) days after the effective date of rejection of
such Executory Contract or Unexpired Lease.
