[117  On April 15, 2026, the Court issued an Order Granting Oral Argument. (R:957). Oral
argument was scheduled by reliable electronic means for May 8, 2026. Subsequently, counsel for
Appellant, Burleigh County, submitted a Request to Reschedule Hearing indicating he will be out
of the country between May 4-21 and has out of state depositions scheduled for May 26-29.
