Think Safety First
This Summer

With graduation either this 
weekend or last weekend, and 
Memorial Day around the cor-
ner, we are entering the start 
of  summer travel, weekends at 
the lakes and rivers, and fam-
ily gatherings. June is National 
Safety Month to promote occu-
pational safety. We will expand 
the topic to include food safety. 
We all enjoy a barbecue with 
family and friends, but we must 
take steps to prevent the out-
break of  a foodborne illness, as 
well as burns and fires. 

Foodborne illnesses may be 
caused by bacteria, viruses, 
parasites or chemicals. Accord-
ing to the Centers for Disease 
Control and Prevention, 48 
million cases of  foodborne ill-
nesses due to foodborne patho-
gens (disease-causing agents), 
128,000 hospitalizations and 
3,000 deaths occur each year in 
the U.S. 

Anyone can get sick, but some 
populations are more suscep-
tible to foodborne illnesses. In-
fants, children, pregnant wom-
en, older adults and people with 
weak immune systems are more 
susceptible to foodborne illness. 

You can help prevent food-
borne illnesses with these re-
minders:

• Wash your hands for at least 
20 seconds before, during and af-
ter food preparation.

•Wash and sanitize workspac-
es and equipment, including 
counters and cutting boards.

•Rinse all fruits and vegeta-
bles with running water before 
eating, cutting and/or cooking.

•To avoid cross-contamina-
tion, use separate cutting boards 
to cut raw meat before switching 
to cutting salad ingredients.

•Use a food thermometer. Cook 
foods to appropriate tempera-
tures:145 degrees Fahrenheit: 
Roasts, steaks, and chops of  
beef, veal, pork, and lamb. Allow 
the meat to rest for 3 minutes af-
ter removing it from the heat. 
160 degrees Fahrenheit: Ground 
beef, veal, pork, and lamb. 165 
degrees Fahrenheit: Poultry. 

• Keep hot foods hot (above 140 
degrees) and cold foods cold (be-
low 41 degrees).

•Avoid touching food when 
serving with bare hands. Use 
utensils such as tongs or spoons.

•Discard perishable food that 
has been out for more than two 
hours or one hour if  it is 90 de-
grees or higher outside. Follow 
the “when in doubt, throw it 
out” rule if  you are unsure. 

Here’s a colorful salad to use 
as a side dish when grilling or 
having a party this summer. 
Eating more cabbage can reduce 
the risk of  several types of  can-
cer. 
Red Cabbage Salad

½ cup apple cider vinegar
3 tablespoons sugar (or 1½ 

tablespoons honey)
1/2 cup canola oil or olive oil
2 teaspoons celery seed

4 cups red cabbage, coarsely 
chopped

1 cup apple, unpeeled and 
chopped

½ cup carrots, grated
½ cup purple/red onion, 

chopped
1 cup dried cranberries
Black pepper to taste (freshly 

ground, if  desired)
Prepare the dressing by mix-

ing vinegar and sugar until the 
sugar dissolves. Add oil and cel-
ery seed and mix well. Set aside. 
Rinse vegetables and fruit; pre-
pare as described. Add raisins 
or dried cranberries. Add vine-
gar mixture and toss until well-
coated. Add pepper if  desired. 
Refrigerate until serving.

Makes 10 servings. Each serv-
ing has 210 calories, 10 g fat, 1 g 
protein, 32 g carbohydrate, 3 g 
fiber and 15 mg sodium.

Button Battery 
Awareness Week - 
May 19 - 25, 2025
“I didn’t know he had 
swallowed something.” 
“I don’t know where she 
even got it!” 
If you’re a parent or take care 
of children, this is a feeling 
you probably already know. 
No matter how prepared we 
feel, it seems that children 
are experts at getting to 
the little things we’ve 
overlooked or don’t think 
they can access. Found in 

almost every home, button 
batteries fall neatly into that 
category. 
Parents might think that 
button batteries (which 
includes both button and 
coin cell batteries) are 
just a choking hazard, but 
they can also cause serious 
internal burns when they’re 
swallowed or stuck in the 
nose or ears. The battery’s 
charge can burn a hole 
through body tissue in as 
little as two hours. Even 
dead or used batteries can 
still carry enough charge to 
cause injury. 
Button batteries show up 
in all types of consumer 
products, such as remote 
controls, small electronics, 
flashlights, flameless 
candles, scales, and hearing 
aids. In many cases, no one 
sees the child access or 
swallow the battery, so the 
damage could be done even 
before you realize that your 
child is in danger. 
So how can we protect our 
children around button 
batteries? Many children 
get button batteries from 
products that aren’t meant 
for them (like remotes and 
hearing aids) or find spare or 
old batteries, so take these 
steps to reduce the risks. 
•	 Keep all batteries–

including used batteries 
waiting to be recycled–
out of sight and reach 
of children, ideally 
in a locked cabinet or 
container. 

•	 Do not allow children to 
play with new or used 
batteries. 

•	 Choose products 
with secure battery 
compartments that 
require a tool (such as 
a screwdriver) to open. 
Check them regularly to 
make sure they remain 
secure over time.

•	 Throw away used 
batteries immediately 
in a childproof trash can 
or safely store them for 
recycling.

•	 Check homes your 
child visits (such as 
those of grandparents, 
caregivers, or friends) 
for button batteries 
that are left out or 
improperly stored.

If you suspect your child 
has swallowed a battery, go 
to the nearest emergency 
department immediately. 
For children 12 months or 
older, giving honey while on 
the way to the hospital can 
help slow the injury process. 
Call Poison Control at 
1-800-222-1222 for expert 
guidance.
