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Trump limits
research using
fetal tissue

THE ASSOCIATED PRESS

The Trump adminis-
tration says that human
fetal tissue derived from
abortions can no longer be
used in research funded by
the National Institutes of
Health.

The policy, long urged
by anti-abortion groups,
expandsrestrictionsissued
during President Donald
Trump’s first term.

The government has
funded research involving
fetal tissue for decades,
under both Republican and
Democratic administra-
tions. The tissue, which
otherwise would be thrown
away, has been critical for

certain research, includ-
ing ways to fight HIV and
cancer. Opponents of fetal
tissue use say there are
now alternatives, although
many scientists say there
aren’t always adequate
substitutes.

In a statement, NIH
Director Jay Bhattacharya
acknowledged the agency
“has long maintained poli-
cies governing the respon-
sible and limited use of
human fetal tissue in bio-
medical research.”

Its use has declined
since 2019. The $47 bil-
lion agency counted just
77 projects funded in 2024
that included fetal tissue.

Life expectancy
hits all-time high

NEW YORK — U.S. life
expectancy rose to 79 years
in 2024 — the highest mark
in American history.

It's the result of not
only the dissipation of the
COVID-19 pandemic, but
also waning death rates
from all the nation’s top
killers, including heart
disease, cancer and drug
overdoses.

What’s more, prelim-
inary statistics suggest a
continued improvement in
2025.

“It’s pretty much good
news all the way around,’
said Robert Anderson, of
the National Center for
Health Statistics at the
Centers for Disease Con-
trol and Prevention, which
released the 2024 data on
Thursday.

Life expectancy, a funda-
mental measure of a popu-
lation’s health, is an esti-
mate of the average num-
ber of years a baby born in
a given year might expect
to live, given death rates at
that time.

For decades, U.S. life
expectancy rose at least a
little bit almost every year,
thanks to medical advances
and public health measures.
It peaked in 2014, just shy of
79 years.

It was relatively flat for
several years before plung-
ing as the COVID-19 pan-
demic killed more than 1.2
million Americans. In 2021,
life expectancy fell to just
under 76Y2 years. It has
been rebounding since.

The data reflect not only
a complete turnaround
from the pandemic but
also a lasting improve-
ment in the drug overdose

epidemic, said Andrew
Stokes, aresearcher at Bos-
ton University.

The bad news is that
the U.S. still ranks below
dozens of other countries,
Stokes noted.

“There’s a lot more to be
done,” he said.

In 2024, about 3.07 mil-
lion U.S. residents died,
about 18,000 fewer than
the year before. Death rates
declined across all racial
and ethnic groups, and in
both men and women.

Heart disease remained
the nation’s leading cause
of death, but the death
rate due to it dropped by
about 3% for the second
year in a row. A combina-
tion of factors are likely at
play, including advances
in medical treatments and
weight management, said
Dr. Sadiya Khan, who treats
and studies heart disease at
Northwestern University.

Deaths from uninten-
tional injuries — a cate-
gory that includes drug
overdoses — fell the most,
dropping more than 14%
in 2024. COVID-19, which
only a few years ago was
the nation’s No. 3 killer,
dropped out of the top 10.

COVID-19’s fall meant
suicide moved into the top
10, even though suicides
in 2024 declined. Homi-
cides fell that year, too, this
week’s report said.

Deaths statistics for 2025
are not finalized, but pre-
liminary data suggest about
3.05 million deaths have
been recorded. That num-
ber may grow as more death
certificates are rounded up
and analyzed, but Ander-
son said he expectslast year
will end up at least a slight
improvement over the 2024.

On July 31, 2024, the Commission
received an informal complaint pertaining
to the HomeServe USA warranty program
and its partnership with a local utility. The
complaint asserted that the relationship
between the two is intertwined with the
utilization of the utility’s name causing
the perception that the utility is directly
involved in the warranty solicitation that
HomeServe is independently pursuing.

On July 2, 2025, the Commission
ordered North Dakota Electric Public
Utilities to file initial comments addressing
their business arrangement by
September 2, 2025.

The issue to be considered in this
proceeding is whether the methods
and practices of the public utilities
in association with HomeServe are
appropriate.
