From your submission and that of your cultural consultant, it is our understanding that SHSND
Ref: 25-9058 involves the construction of a new wind farm and 2.5 mile transmission line. It is
our determination that there are no significant sites affected by this project provided the 23
sites listed in the Class Ill reports are avoided by at least 50 feet and the project takes place in
the location and in the manner described in the documentation provided to us. Should areas
outside what was surveyed need to be used or sites cannot be avoided by at least 50 feet,
further consultation is needed.
