Stun Cavaliers in
Game 1 of Eastern
Conference Finals

Jalen Brunson scored 17
of his game-high 38 points
during the final eight min-
utes of regulation and over-
time Tuesday night for
the host New York Knicks,
who mounted their biggest
comeback in playoff history
by overcoming a 22-point
fourth-quarter deficit to stun
the Cleveland Cavaliers 115-
104 in Game 1 of the Eastern
Conference finals.

LIV Golf focused on long-term funding solution

LIV Golf said on Tues-
day it remains focused on
securing a transaction that
positions the organiza-
tion for the long-term in
response to a report that
said the rebel circuit has
begun laying the ground-
work for a potential U.S.
bankruptcy filing as a last
resort if it fails to raise new
funds.

Saudi Arabia’s Public
Investment Fund, which
has spent more than $5
billion on LIV Golf since it
launched in 2022, said in
April that investing in the
league no longer fit with its
investment strategy.

The PIF’s decision to
cut LIV Golf’s funding at
the close of the 2026 sea-
son has left the breakaway
circuit scrambling for new
backers and raises ques-
tions about the future of
its big-name players on
lucrative contracts.

A Bloomberg News
report earlier on Tuesday
said LIV Golf is weighing
options, including seeking
new investors, but is also
bracing for the league’s
possible collapse after the
season ends in August.

When asked about the
report, a LIV Golf spokes-
person declined to confirm
it, saying only that the
league remains focused
on building a sustainable
future and is exploring
multiple paths.

“Leadership is focused
on identifying the right
long-term strategic part-
ners who believe in our
mission to grow the game
of golf worldwide,” the
spokesperson told Reu-
ters. “These conversations
are just getting underway,
and as they progress, the
company expects to gain
further clarity around the
structure and timing of a
potential transaction”

LIV Golf CEO Scott
O’Neil, speaking to report-
ers two weeks ago in his
first press conference since
the PIF announced it was
pulling its funding, said he
had heard from plenty of
potential investors.

“It was a split between
private equity, family office
and then your traditional
like high net worth — you
probably know who they
are, the guys who invest in
sports and sports teams. So
that’s been really positive,”
said O’Neil.

“It’s still early. We hav-
en’t gotten to market yet.
We haven’t finalized our
business plan. We're still

picking and prodding. We
have a good sense at this
point... we know where
we’re going, and we’re
just going to tighten the
screws.”

LIV has previously said it
posted a 100% increase in
revenue year-on-year this
season and was convinced
that the team golf model

would be highly attractive
to investors.

Through big-money con-
tracts and lucrative purses,
LIV managed to lure anum-
ber of golf’s biggest names
from the PGA Tour, includ-
ing Bryson DeChambeau,
Jon Rahm, Phil Mickelson,
Dustin Johnson, Brooks
Koepka and Patrick Reed.
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LIV Golf launched in
2022 with the backing of
the PIF and critics have
decried it as a vehicle for
the country to attempt to
improve its reputation in
the face of criticism of its
human rights record.

JAMESTOWN — Two
people were sentenced
recently on felony charg-
es in Southeast District
Court in Jamestown.

Jonathon Keith
Wiebenga, 51, Jamestown,
pleaded guilty to corrup-
tion or solicitation of
minors, a Class C felony.

Wiebenga was accused
of forcing a 15-year-old

Amanda Dawn Glucky,
40, Jamestown, pleaded
guilty to criminal tres-
pass, a Class C felony, and
criminal trespass, posses-
sion of drug parapherna-
lia and violation of a civil
protection order, Class A
misdemeanors.

Glucky was accused of

entering or remaining in
a dwelling or highly
secured premise of
another individual while
she was not licensed or
privileged to do so and
being served a temporary
civil protection order pro-
hibiting her from coming
within 300 feet of a cer-
tain individual and enter-
ing the individual’s resi-
dence and causing
between $100-$2,000 of
damage to a door at the

D. PUBLIC COMMENTS

Jocci Rice, president and founder of the OI-
ive Motherhood Foundation, in attendance.
Rice gave an overview of her foundation.
Their goal is to support mothers and fam-
ilies in the community of Williston. The
reason she is here today is to discuss is
requesting the reconsideration of waiving
their fee for their Murder Mystery and food
drive. Rice gave an overview of the Murder
Mystery and food drive. Businesses across
Williston are in competition amongst each
other in the food drive. This once-a-year
Murder Mystery event is where they raise
money for their organization. Due to the
economic climate and their flyer being sent
throughout the school districts they are
expecting more contributions and more
families in need. Where their struggle lies
is that they booked this space and year
ago and ownership has changed. They
were told in January that their date would
be honored, and their waiver would be dis-
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cussed. At that time there was no mention
that they would have to fill out a waiver.
They followed up in March to see if there
was an answer on it of approval or not. At
that time, they were told they needed a
waiver which they filled out that day and
submitted. They found out yesterday that
their request was denied, which left them
no time to budget for this cost, which is es-
sentially their largest cost of all of their ex-
penses for this event. This will make it dif-
ficult and come out of their food drive fund.
This is too late for them to change their
venue, and the event is sold out. So, they
are requesting reconsideration of the waiv-
er for their motherhood event to be held at
the multi-purpose building this weekend.
She understands the rules and boundaries,
but they had no time to prepare for the ex-
pense, and they will budget for it next year.
The Olive Motherhood event will go on, but
they are hoping the County will stand with
them in support. Chairman Hanson stated
that he had a good conversation with her
yesterday and he wanted to start out and
state that the staff is following what the
Board has tasked them with and it didn’t
happen as fast as it should have as the
Commission only meets twice a month. He
stated that it’s a great thing they are doing
and want to support these kinds of events.
He’s not sure what the future will bring, but
there’s definitely a solution to this week-
end’s event. There will have to be some
changes in the future. The Board is trying
to make things better at the fairgrounds,
not to make money, but at the same time
being fiscally responsible with tax payer
money. Askim stated that she spoke to At-
torney Prout before the meeting and if the
Board give staff some direction, that there
is a way that they can execute a change,
but she would have to know what they are.
There could be a reduction or waiving of
the fees. Askim gave an overview of the
waiver process, as a Governmental entity
can’t subsidize another entity. The Finance
Committee is in charge of the waivers.
Chairman Hanson stated that he under-
stands, but this group wasn’t prepared for
this. The fee schedule has to be looked
at a reformed somehow. There were two
groups that they denied, and his thought is
to waive the fee on both of them and kick
this back to staff to determine if the fee is
right and the same for like a wedding and
a 501(c)3. Let the staff look at these things
and bring a new schedule to the Board the
second meeting in May. Maybe we need
to look at all the agreements, which they
said they would honor, but nothing was
said about honoring the fees as the County
didn’t know what they’d be able to do; and
also do what is right for the community,
because that is why County took over the
fairgrounds for that reason.

Discussion
was held on coverage of the R/O/W by do-
ing hand spraying versus the wide brush
using their broad-jet nozzles they get a bet-
ter area with less spray drifting and better
use of chemicals, this does increase the
labor efforts but is a better trade-off and
more accurate gauge on our infestation
levels. Leo stated that Williams County has
the dubious honor of having the highest
population of herbicide kosha in the State.
Even though that isn’t in his purview of
noxious weeds, it is hard to see how this
has an effect on farming and the industry.
There is no solution currently for farming.
He is trying to get the industry involved in
a new application cycle where they spray
the kosha in the fall with a pre-emergent
herbicide. This will require a hard shift in
the industry from their normal spring spray-
ing to doing a fall application. This will be
a process for a cycle or two. He is trying
to implement weed management plans for
gravel pits. Leo thanked the Board and his
Weed Board for all of their support of his
weed programs. The Board thanked Leo
and to keep up the good work.

4. Temporary primary residential respon-
sibility is awarded as follows: Awarding
primary residential responsibility to C. Red-
stone of R.R.

5. Temporary parenting time is awarded as
follows: no visitation until after hearing.

6. The court does not have probable cause
to believe you are likely to use, display,
or threaten to use a firearm or dangerous
weapon in any further acts of violence.

7. Violation of this Order is a Class A Mis-
demeanor, punishable by up to 360 days in
jail, a fine of up to $3,000, or both. Violation
of this Order also constitutes contempt of
court. A second or subsequent violation of
this Order is a Class C Felony, punishable
by up to 5 years imprisonment, a fine of up
to $10,000, or both. Under N.D.C.C. 14-
07.7-18, any law enforcement officer shall
arrest you with or without a warrant and
take you into custody if the law enforce-
ment officer has probable cause to believe
you have violated this Order.
